Address critical needs of homeless adolescents including, but not limited to, food, transportation, safety planning, and  emergency housing assistance.

	32 new youth were engaged in case management services and achieving goals. Goals are determined collaboratively between case worker and client.
14  youth received emergency housing assistance
22 of 22 (100%) of youth discharged from case management services received supplies, clothing,  hygiene items, gas and phone cards, and/or financial assistance for laundry, state ID’s, or other small but necessary items.


	Outcome: Homeless youth have increased well-being through the development of a plan for greater stability.

Indicator: 86% of 22 youth who exited from case management improved their well-being by accepting referrals and accomplishing at least one major goal in their service plan.

Outcome:  Homeless youth meet their needs for survival and support and develop alternatives to life on the street.

Indicator:  95% of youth received ongoing support by remaining actively involved in case management for longer than 60 days.
